Results of Survey of Arizona Registered Voters

The Arizona Policy Lab at the University of Arizona’s School of Government and Public
Policy has released the results of a new poll of Arizona registered voters. The survey
was conducted October 12-20, 2024, with TrueDot Polling, of 846 registered voters.
Data were collected online and are weighted by 2020 vote choice and demographics.
Respondents are registered voters who indicated they will vote in the 2024 election.

Presidential Race
Democrat Kamala Harris: 46.15%
Republican Donald Trump: 45.48%
